MINUTES OF LAST AGM, 15 May 2019:

The minutes were read and it was proposed by Susan Lupton and seconded by Peter Lord that they be signed as a true and correct record.

MATTERS ARISING:

There were no matters arising.
REPORTS OF OFFICERS FOR YEAR 2020/2021:

a) TREASURER’S REPORT:

Michael Harrison started by thanking Susanne Lifford for all her work as Treasurer over many years and for giving him every assistance during the handover.

The Treasurer then presented a Statement of Financial Activities for the year ended 31 March 2021 and a Balance Sheet as at 31 March 20219. The net assets of the Trust were valued at £99, 289. 
David Taylor noted the item of £1,000 in connection with Keswick Fitts and asked how much money this new venture would cost the Trust. David Smith explained that this was a one off legal fee for drawing up a farm business tenancy agreement for six years but rental of the land would be a nominal £1 per year. Rural payments for the site would more than cover costs. 

It was proposed by Peter Lord, seconded by Margaret Moseley, and unanimously agreed by those present that the accounts be adopted.

b) MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY’S REPORT:
Thomasin Meadley reported that membership currently stands at 152: 78 families, 22 individuals, 44 concessionary members and eight life members. 
The increase of 21 members is due to a number of factors including increased visitors to Trust sites, the availability of leaflets and membership forms at the sites, the new option to pay online and to Henry Morgan’s engaging posts and activities. The Trust now has 343 Facebook followers.
c) TRUSTEES’ REPORT:

The Chairman read highlights from the Trustees’ report which may be read in full on the website. On behalf of the Trustees, the Chairman thanked everyone for their continued support, in particular the volunteers who attend the Friday work party. He also reiterated the Treasurer’s grateful thanks to Susanne Lifford for her hard work as Treasurer.
d)
